AI policy:

1. No AI-generated content: artificial intelligence (AI) language models, such as ChatGPT, cannot be used for generating content for course assignments. Incorporating any part of an AI-generated response in an assignment is considered plagiarism and will be treated as such. 
2. AI for brainstorming: Students are allowed to use ChatGPT or other AI tools for brainstorming, but if they choose to do so, they need to document the entire conversation in an appendix added to their submission (including the prompts and the answers). 
3. AI for grammar: Grammarly and Quillbot may be used for checking grammar and spelling. However, the paraphrasing tools of Grammarly and Quillbot should be treated critically since papers paraphrased with the help of these tools sound and test as AI-generated. 
4. AI for finding sources: Students may use Scopus AI, Elicit, and Scite.ai for finding secondary sources; however, these tools are not adequate to map a field of research. Please note that Elicit and Scite.ai do not have access to sources in academic databases and search only open-access (and sometimes predatory) material. Scopus AI is a reliable but limited tool, as it only searches Scopus-indexed publications, which do not represent the entire field of research. Therefore, use JSTOR, ProQuest and Taylor and Francis primarily.  
5. Disclosure requirement: if a student uses AI, they are required to indicate which tool they used and specify its role in the assignment. If ChatGPT has been used for brainstorming, the entire conversation needs to be documented.
